with the Bologna Process’
This Multi-agency seminar is to be held for senior managers across the Welsh Higher Education Sector in November 2007. The event, supported by the Welsh Assembly Government, the British Council, Higher Education Wales (HEW), Higher Education Brussels (WHEB), the Higher Education Academy (HEA), the Higher Education Funding Council for Wales, (HEFCW), and NUS Wales is targeted at Welsh Vice Chancellors, Principals and other senior staff from Welsh HEIs.  The general aim of the seminar is to examine how the Bologna Process can assist Welsh HEIs to meet their specific strategic challenges, and aid Welsh HE international competitiveness. The London Communiqué has identified priorities for 2009 and makes reference to the attractiveness of the European Higher Education Area within a global context after 2010. Two of the interlinked priorities which are of particular interest are:

· Mobility – which includes joint programmes and flexible curriculum

· Employability – which includes HE links with employers

The new EU funding programmes, coming on stream in 2007 that have elements closely aligned to Bologna will be referenced, as will the Welsh pre-publication results of the UK Europe Unit survey of HE engagement with Bologna.
